We are looking forward to a great, fun-filled week at Haliburton Scout Reserve.  We are expecting to have 30 scouts and 20 adults in attendance.  During our stay we will be sleeping in our regular troop tents and we will prepare our own meals at our campsite.  An integral part of the Scouting experience is the patrol method.  Scouts will sleep and cook by patrol (using food provided by the troop).  The boys will be led by our Senior Patrol Leader, Dawson Stremme.  

While having fun is certainly one goal for the week, another objective is that each boy shall have the opportunity to make substantial progress towards advancement to their next Boy Scout rank.  Each patrol will have an adult Patrol Advisor that will work with the boys and monitor their activities and advancement program throughout the week.  The 1st year boys will have a special program run by our troop that is geared to helping learn the critical skills expected of all Scouts.  Older Scouts will participate in a wide variety of merit badge and leadership programs.  We encourage all Scouts to look at the information on merit badges offered at camp – and come prepared by having worked on the requirements that need to be done prior to arrival at camp.

We will be traveling overnight to reach Haliburton.  We will stay at Camp Opemikon on the way up.  This is a Canadian scout camp near the 1000 Island area east of Lake Ontario.  On the way home we will stay at Camp Stonehaven, a BSA camp outside of Niagara Falls.  Because we are trying to move so many people in an efficient and organized manner, it will helpful if boys abide by the following directions.
· On Monday, June 20 we will have a combined parents meeting and Scout swim test at the Upper Moreland Swim Club.  The parents meeting will be a chance to ask questions about any details that you are unclear of.  For the boys, the early swim test means that their first afternoon at Haliburton is a little less hectic.  If boys are unable to make the July 18 swim test they will still have the chance to be tested at camp.

· On Wednesday, August 3 at 7pm we will pack our vehicles at Hatboro Baptist.  Boys should bring two different bags with them on Wednesday night.  One bag will be a big soft bag (no footlockers please) that will contain their gear for the week.  We ask that they also bring a second small bag with just the clothes and sleeping bag that they will need for the overnight stay while traveling to camp.  The large week-long bags will be packed away in a trailer and will not be available while traveling to camp.

· We will meet to leave on Friday, August 5 at 7:30am at Hatboro Baptist.  Boys should bring a day pack with whatever books, games, or water they would like while traveling in the car.  They should also pack a sack lunch with drink for Friday lunch.  Boys should arrive at the church dressed in their full Class A uniform including wearing their Troop 3 neckerchiefs and hats.
· The return trip home should get us back to Hatboro Baptist and ready to be dismissed on Sunday, August 14 at 4pm.  We will actually hope to be back to the church by 3pm, but will need to unpack gear and hand out camp patches before the boys will be ready to leave for home.  

Special Diets And Medications:  Scouts and leaders with special diets, medical conditions, or who need medications while at camp should report these to Mr. Matt Atras.  He will insure that all individuals receive their proper medications at the times required.  All prescribed medications must be in their original pharmacy bottles and should be put in a ziplock plastic bag with the individual’s name on it.  The medications will be stored in a locked storage container at our campsite.  Also, be sure to sign the portion of the medical form related to prescription drugs.
Medical Forms:  All scouts and adults must have a medical form that is complete and up-to-date.  The form must have been renewed in the past 12 months – we cannot accept any form that expires during the week of camp even if it was good as of the 1st day of camp.

Canadian/USA Border Control:  Since we will be crossing the border into and back out of Canada, it will be important that we have all of the required records necessary for immigration control.  For the boys, this means that the troop receive:

1)  an original birth certificate   (a photocopy is not sufficient)


This will be held by the adult driving your scout and will be returned when we get home. 


If the boy has a passport this can be used instead of a birth certificate. 


Please turn in to Mr. Dave Patchell as soon as possible (no later than July 18).


2)  a signed and notarized permission form


3)  a photo ID  (school ID) if possible
All adults (defined as 18 or older at the end of the trip) will require a passport.

Spending Money:  The camp trading post has Scout items and souvenirs as well as snack foods and sodas.  We will also be spending several hours as tourists at Niagara Falls.  $25-$35 should be fine.  Bring a wallet with your name inside.  Be aware that there are also more expensive craft, souvenir and equipment items available.  All scouts and adults will receive a camp patch as part of their camp fee.

Food:  Do not bring food items to camp.  Animals have had many years to learn that Scout tents are a great place to go scrounging for food.  Keep your tents neat and the animals away by leaving snack foods at home.

Troop 3 Hats / T-shirts / Uniforms / Merit Badge Books:  We recommend that all scouts and leaders buy a Troop 3 hat and a Troop 3 T-shirt.  We also have a uniform exchange if the scouts need uniform parts.  We will be wearing our full uniforms with neckerchiefs while traveling.  See Mrs. Caetano at any troop meeting for this equipment.  We also have a lending library of merit badge books that can be taken to camp to help with advancement.
Electronics:  It is Troop 3 policy that summer camp (as well as weekend camps) are about learning to experience nature and to interact with others.  Electronics detract from this experience and will not be allowed while at camp.  This includes phones, iPods, DVD players, computers, etc.  If used appropriately, then these items can be used while traveling… at the driver’s discretion.
Our goal is that each and every person should have a fun and safe week at camp, and will have the opportunity to make substantial progress on their Scout advancement.  If you have questions or concerns, then please contact Bob Waeltz or Brian Dutill.  Every boy is important to us, and each is an individual with their own needs and interests.  All we ask of you as parents is to help us by communicating any special requirements or concerns that relate to your Scouts.
